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About International House Hotel and Loft 523:  
The International House building in New Orleans is a timelessly beautiful Beaux-Arts building. For three major incarnations, it has served as both a local institution and international destination.  The first major incarnation began in 1906 as the Canal Louisiana Bank & Trust Co. Designed by architect General Allison Owen. In 1943, visionary businessman Archie Jewell renovated the building to become "The International House", the first World Trade Center in the world. In 1998 entrepreneur Sean Cummings purchased the building. He and architect Brooks Graham created a quintessentially boutique hotel around the idea of a forward-looking New Orleans.

Renovated in the Fall 2007, by Los Angeles-based designer LM Pagano, designer of choice for Nicolas Cage and Johnny Depp, the two suites reflect Pagano’s self-defined style: "... pristine but tattered grace, coupled with unexpected moments that radiate this city's unique sense of time and place".
